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Session One


ROLES AND RESPONSIBILITIES

THE CLOCKWORK 

(TIME KEEPER)

The role of the ‘clockwork’ is to watch the clock for the facilitator and to make sure the session begins and ends on time.  The time keeper must be sure to tell the facilitator when there are 5 minutes left in the session so the group can begin check-out.  

THE PARLIAMENTARIAN

(RULE KEEPER)

The role of the ‘parliamentarian’ is to make sure everyone is following the rules of the Fathers and Sons Program.  These rules include the expectations that the group came up with at the first session and any other rules of the program.  If someone does break a rule, the son should always inform the facilitator.  Do not try to handle it yourself!
THE SCRIBE

(NOTE TAKER)
The role of the ‘scribe’ is to help the facilitator keep notes.  The ‘scribe’ may have to write on the board, on flip charts, or take other notes.  The ‘scribe’ should ask the facilitator at the beginning of the session what they would like them to do.  The ‘scribe’ should always be ready to write in case the facilitator needs something written down during the session.
THE CRAFTSMAN

(SET-UP HELPER)

The role of the ‘craftsman’ is to help the facilitator set up the room for the session.  This may include moving chairs, setting up art supplies, and anything else the facilitator needs help doing.

THE ASSISTANT PILOTS

(SESSION ASSISTANTS)

The role of the ‘assistant pilots’ is to help the facilitator run the session.  The ‘assistant pilots’ will help collect homework, pass out handouts and anything else the facilitator needs help doing.

THE CUE

(NEXT SESSION REMINDER)

The role of the ‘cue’ is to remind everyone when and where the next session will be, and what time it will start.  The ‘cue’ will also remind everyone what homework is due for the next session. 

THE ENVIRONMENTALISTS

(CLEAN-UP HELPERS)

The role of the clean-up helpers is to make sure the room is cleaned up after every activity.  At the end of every session the clean-up helpers will help the facilitator to get the room back in order.

Please note: There are index cards enclosed with descriptions of each role.  Give these cards to sons as you assign each role at the beginning of each session.  These cards will remind the sons of their responsibilities for their role. Make sure you collect the cards after they read them!
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
